Safety First — Safety Always — Safely is How We Work

1. Wear reflective vest always while on premises..

a. Reflective vest increases the visibility of pedestrians in the yard no matter time of day or weather
conditions.

b. Pedestrians are to follow designated walk paths when marked in the yard. These paths are designed
to minimize interaction with equipment in the yard.
